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Fees and HECS-HELP
Tuition fees for most undergraduate degrees are 
subsidised by the Australian Government. These are called 
Commonwealth Supported Places (CSP).

You can defer the payment of your fees for a CSP degree 
through the HECS-HELP loan scheme. This allows you to 
postpone paying your fees until your income reaches a 
certain threshold.
