Research scholarships

UOW offers a wide range of research
scholarships which may be awarded
to eligible International Higher Degree
Research (HDR) students.

UOW HDR scholarships are in the form of
allowances to assist candidates in meeting
their living costs while they undertake
their research. These can include Annual
Stipends, Living Allowances and Tuition
Fee Costs. The main UOW scholarship
schemes are the University Postgraduate
Awards (UPA) and the International
Postgraduate Tuition Awards (IPTA).

Applications close 3 October for Session
1 (February). There are also scholarships
offered by individual faculties or
research centres, as well as scholarships
offered in cooperation with overseas
organisations, such as the Chinese
Scholarships Council and the Higher
Education Commission, Pakistan.
