EXPLORE YOUR OPTIONS

You can tailor your studies to suit your interests or careers goals through your majors, minors and specialisations.

What’s a major?

A major is an area within a program that
allows in-depth study in a particular field.
A major usually consists of a set number
of related courses. Majors at ANU require
48 units of study. Typically, each course is
worth six units.

Then, what’s a minor?

As the name suggests, a minor has fewer
requirements to fulfil than a major, in
terms of points and compulsory courses.
