SMART AND SKILLED FEE-FREE SCHOLARSHIPS|

Fee-Free Scholarships are intended to help people (15-30
years old) who are concession-eligible to undertake training
under Smart and Skilled.

HAVE AN EXISTING QUALIFICATION? YOU MAY

If you meet the personal eligibility criteria for Smart and
Skilled, you will have access to training entitlements
regardless of the level of any previous qualifications held.
This investment supports the Government’s Reskilling NSW
Strategy aimed at helping people who gained their higher
level qualifications previously or from overseas, who require
minimal re-training in order to enter, or re-enter, the
workforce.

SMART AND SKILLED TRAINEESHIPS

Traineeships combine work-based training with an employer
and formal training from a training provider and are a great
way to be paid for work, learn and earn a qualification. You
may be eligible to apply for a subsidised traineeship under
the NSW Government’'s Smart and Skilled funding initiative.
The subsidy is available to trainees who are new entrants, but
not those who are existing workers. Your employer can

confirm your trainee category. As a new entrant trainee, you
are eligible for a government subsidy for your traineeship
qualification, even if you already have a Certificate IV or
higher qualification. If you have completed a traineeship at
school, this will not affect your eligibility for Smart and
Skilled subsidised training after you leave school. If you're
starting your training with your training provider in a
subsidised traineeship, your Smart and Skilled student fee
for the whole qualification will not be more than $1,000.

Indigenous Scholarships

The UOW College Australia Indigenous Scholarship provides
financial support to eligible Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander students to assist recipients to achieve their
educational goals.

Supported Place

A Commonwealth supported place (CSP) is government
subsidy where the government pays part or all of a student’s
fees.
